Guide To The Dungeon Skulltulas.
Deku Tree (4).

Skulltula 1: The first Skulltula is on the third floor. You’ll need to press the Switch to raise the three blocks then jump over to the left alcove. The Skulltula is behind the treasure chest.
Skulltula 2: The second Skulltula is in the first room of basement 1. It’s located on the iron grating. Use your Slingshot to make the token appear then target it and leap across from the nearby ledge to collect it.
Skulltula 3: The third Skulltula is on a climbing wall right next to the second one. Use your Slingshot on it and then climb up the wall to add it to your collection.
Skulltula 4: The fourth Skulltula requires the Boomerang and Bomb Bag. Use your Bombs to destroy the wall in your way and use the Boomerang to pluck the token from high on the wall.
Dodongo’s Cavern (5).
Skulltula 1: As an adult Link use the Longshot to grab a Skulltula hidden in an alcove above the top of the staircase you created with the Bomb Flowers.

Skulltula 2: You’ll need to be an adult Link with the Longshot to do this one. Play the Scarecrow Melody to create a hold for your Longshot. There’s a Skulltula right behind the Scarecrow Pierre.
Skulltula 3: The third Skulltula is next to three Fire Keese on the wall. You’ll need the Bomb Bag to blow open the door blocking the room.
Skulltula 4: Use your Bombs on the stone door outside the room. The Skulltula is hidden behind the Armos.
Skulltula 5: One Skulltula is at the top of the second floor above eye level on the webbing.
Jabu-Jabu’s Belly (4).
Skulltula 1: The first two Skulltulas are on the far wall from where Ruto’s descends when you first talk to her. You’ll need to get the Boomerang first to collect them both.

Skulltula 2: Using the Boomerang hit the Skulltulas twice, then a third time to collect them. This works for collecting other stuff too.
Skulltula 3: The third Skulltula is on the climbing wall on the left. Use the Boomerang to create the token and jump down and climb the wall to collect it.
Skulltula 4: The fourth Skulltula is on the left side of the climbing wall, below the switch that opens the final door to Barinade. Use the Boomerang to collect it.
Forest Temple (5).
Skulltula 1: At the entrance, climb the right tree. The Skulltula in on the wall on your right.
Skulltula 2: The second Skulltula is hidden in some vines at the end of the pillars with the hearts on them. Use the Longshot to collect it.
Skulltula 3: The third Skulltula is on the right side wall of the main room, just before you enter the room to fight the Stalfos. Use your Longshot to grab it.
Skulltula 4: Use the Longshot to pull you up onto the ledge. The Skulltula is around the corner on the side of the wall.
Skulltula 5: Rotate the stone walls to reveal an alcove with a small treasure chest with a bundle of arrows inside. The Skulltula is on the wall on your right.
Fire Temple (5).
Skulltula 1: Play the Song Of Time outside the room to lower the block. Climb up the block and enter the door. Inside are flying tiles you can block with your shield. The Skulltula is on the far wall beside the Like Like.
Skulltula 2: At the beginning of the third floor head left to the corner and place a Bomb on the blank wall. It will explode revealing a Skulltula inside the secret chamber.
Skulltula 3: The third Skulltula requires summoning the Scarecrow with the Ocarina. He’ll create a perch you can Longshot to. You can then use the Longshot to cross over to an elevator that lifts you up to the fourth floor. There’s a Skulltula on the ladder leading up to the fifth floor.
Skulltula 4: On the fifth floor on the wall beside the entrance. Use the Longshot to collect it from a distance.
Skulltula 5: The fifth Skulltula is on the far wall behind the Like Like. Targeting the tiles with your shield and take care of the Like Like to collect the last Skulltula.
Ice Cavern (3).
Skulltula 1: The first Skulltula is in the fan-blade room to the left of where you first entered. There are ice stalactites on the ground below it. You can use your Longshot to gather it up.
Skulltula 2: The second Skulltula is hidden among the stalactites on the ceiling to the left of the blue fire.
Skulltula 3: The third Skulltula is on the wall just to the left of the entrance to this room.
Water Temple (5).
Skulltula 1: You’ll need the Longshot to collect the first Gold Skulltula. It’s on the right side wall in the waterfall room with the moving platforms. Use the Longshot from a stationery platform.
Skulltula 2: The second Gold Skulltula is in the cave room with the whirlpool vortexes. It’s on the wall on the left in the passageway. Use the Longshot to collect it.
Skulltula 3: The third Gold Skulltula is in the main tower of the Water Temple high on the ceiling. Use the Longshot to collect it from the middle platform.
Skulltula 4: The fourth Gold Skulltula is behind a waterfall, just past the room with the rolling boulders underwater. Watch out for boulders which appear above it. Use the Longshot to collect it.
Skulltula 5: The last Gold Skulltula requires the water level to be at it’s lowest. From 1F enter the door directly south. Use your bombs to blow open a hole in the floor where it’s raised. Use the Iron Boots to enter the next room and the Spin Attack on the gate to release it. Skulltula is inside.
Bottom Of The Well (3).
Skulltula 1: The Skulltula in this room is on the back wall. Be sure and use the Lens Of Truth in these rooms to avoid hidden holes in the floor. Take out the Deku Baba and collect the Skulltula.
Skulltula 2: The second Skulltula is in a room with hidden holes in the floor. Use the Lens Of Truth when fighting to reveal the holes and watch out when targeting enemies you don’t stray over a hole. Use Bombs to eliminate the Beamos and ranged weapons on the Fire Keese.
Skulltula 3: The third Skulltula is protected by a Like Like. Use Bombs and striking attacks to destroy the Like Like and collect the Skulltula on the back wall.
Shadow Temple (5).
Skulltula 1: Destroy the Like Like and the three Fire Keese around the outer room with the spinning blades to open the door with the Skulltula.

Skulltula 2: Push the stone block into the path of the falling blades to travel through. Climb up the block and jump across to the right. Skulltula is in the cage above.
Skulltula 3: The third Skulltula is right behind the giant skull head. Throw the Bomb Flowers on top of the blue fire to destroy the head and go down to collect the Skulltula and small key.
Skulltula 4: The fourth Skulltula is in the cage opposite the ladder that leads onto the boat. Play the Scarecrow Song to summon Pierre and use the Longshot to fly over and collect the Skulltula.
Skulltula 5: The fifth Skulltula is behind the three giant skull head. Use the Bomb Flowers above to destroy the rotating skull heads and collect the last Skulltula.
Spirit Temple Child (3).
Skulltula 1: The first Skulltula is climbing on the cage in this room. Eliminate the Fire Keese and watch out for the Wallmaster. Collect the silver rupees to lower the gate and light the torches. Use the Boomerang to collect the Skulltula.

Skulltula 2: The second Gold Skulltula is in the stone stairwell going from the 1st to the 2nd floor. There are two regular Skulltulas in the stairwell you’ll need to take out with your Slingshot first to be able to ascend.
Skulltula 3: The third Gold Skulltula is immediately behind you as you enter this room. Turn around and use your Boomerang to collect it.
Spirit Temple Adult (2).
Skulltula 1: The first Gold Skulltula is in the room with the rolling boulders. Play the Song Of Time to move the first block and reveal the Gold Skulltula within.

Skulltula 2: The second Skulltula is on the third floor on the left side of the giant statue. You’ll need to summon Pierre the scarecrow by playing your song on the ocarina then use the Longshot to cross.
